The Town council has
been busy addressing
the town’s needs and
solving problems. As
we took office property
tax bills were still in
arrears which caused a
major disruption to
cash flows for the
Sellersburg town
finances. Also, with
new tax laws and
shrinking budgets the
town council found it
necessary to
reorganize and plan
better to keep up with
new unfunded
regulations and capital
projects . The council

has been able to keep
up with the paving
schedule and in some
cases are ahead of
schedule. The town
has created a Tax
Increment Area to
attract new business
and create new jobs.
The never ending rains
have consumed a lot of
the town’s time and
resources. The recent
flooding incidents are a
high priority to the
council and will
continue to be until a
solution has been
reached. The Nolan
Field house has been
leased to study the
benefits to the town and
hopefully will lead to a

purchase in the near
future. Ordinances are
being reviewed to
block any XXX
businesses from
locating in town.
Along with the day to
day functions the town
is fiscally sound and
projects are beginning
to take shape. The
challenge over the next
2 years will be with the
aging water plant and
distribution area.

In 2009 the town
did not think it
would ever stop
raining. To make
matters worse the
number of high
intensity storms

(rain amounts over
4 inches per hour)
continued to pound
Sellersburg and
caused havoc
throughout the
summer. Fixing the

problem is not as
easy as some
would think. Camp
Run Creek runs
from west to east
and empties into
Silver Creek.

The controlling factor for the
Towns storm water runoff is
Silver Creek. Once Silver Creek
enters flood stage the storm runoff
from camp run creek has no where
to go. The result is flooding along
most of the roadways that
intersect with Camp Run Creek.
Another controlling factor is the
Penn Street and Railroad culvert
are to small to handle the volume
of high intensity rains which
caused flood conditions. So what
is the solution? The Town Council
has finished a hydraulic study of
the Camp Run Creek . The results
have offered some alternatives to

solving the extreme storm runoff.
Unfortunately, it was shown that
our best efforts cannot solve one
hundred percent of the problem.
Once Silver Creek has reached
flood stage Sellersburg can only
store its runoff until the creek
returns to normal levels. Work
has already begun at the Camp
Run Creek Basin along Bean
Road and Sellersburg Utica Road
to connect Camp Run Creek to
Silver Creek. Also, crews,
residents, and Clark County
inmate program have made a
sweep of the creek to remove
debris and blockages from Adams
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Creek to Bean Road. Residents
can help by not dropping leafy or
wooded material into the creek.
This summer the Penn Street
culvert will be the main focus.
Our hope is it will relieve the
flooding at 31 and Lakeside
Estates entrance. The Town
Council is committed to solving
as much of this problem that is
humanly possible. They
understand the importance and
safety aspects flooding causes in
our town and are committed to
finding a solution.

Sellersburg purchased a new garbage
truck March 2009. This truck was paid
for without using Sellersburg Local tax
funds but instead the county CEDIT
funds. Years ago Sellersburg picked up
trash with 3 Employees. Driver and 2
tippers. In the last several years it was
reduced to 2 employees. A driver and a
tipper. Now Sellersburg picks up the
garbage with just one employee who
drives the truck and uses a mechanical
arm to reach out an empty the cans. The
program is almost completed its first year
and the second phase of project is about
to begin. Starting soon the town will be

reducing the number of days trash
collection is picked up. The increased
efficiency of the new truck will allow the
truck to collect all routes in just under 3
days. The major benefit for doing this is
the pesky Holiday changes that occur
during the year requiring residents to hold
on to their refuse for more than a week.
The Town is looking at the possibility of
trash being picked up Tuesday through
Thursday which will eliminate most of
the Holiday inconveniences. More
information on the changes will come to
the residents whose collection days will
be effected over the next few months.

Paying Your Utility Bill Just got Easier

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Tax Increment Financing, or TIF, is a public
financing method which has been used for
redevelopment and community improvement projects
in many countries including the United States for more
than 50 years. With federal and state sources for
redevelopment generally less available, TIF has
become an often-used financing mechanism for
municipalities.

With tax revenues and funding sources shrinking for
local cities and towns, Sellersburg has used one of the
many tools in its tool box to help in creating jobs and
bring businesses to the local community. The areas
that are now designated for this new financing options
includes Highway 311 near McDonalds and includes
the vacant properties over by the Jay C Food Mart.

The Second area includes the vacant land located off of
Exit 7 to the Butler Lane Road.

A redevelopment commission was created last year to
aid in the development of new business and job
creation in Sellersburg. Although jobs and businesses
have been a priority to the town, this is the biggest
boost to bring new jobs to Sellersburg. The Town
Council has been very aggressive on laying the ground
work and it contends the results will be good for the
future of our town.

unwholesome substances, including but not limited to, junk automobiles or parts of automobiles, appliances, wood,
unoccupied and dilapidated wooden structures, and various and sundry other paraphernalia, on public or private
property within the town.
