TOWN COUNCIL MEETING:

The Sellersburg Town Council met on November 22, 2010 at the Sellersburg Town Hall.  Present were President Brian K. Meyer, Council Vice President Paul J. Rhodes, Council Member Terry E. Langford, Council Member James H. LaMaster, Council Member Michael N. Lockhart, Town Attorney William P. McCall, III and Clerk-Treasurer David L. Kinder.  
CALL TO ORDER:

President Brian K. Meyer called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.
PRAYER:  Paul J. Rhodes lead the prayer.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Recited by all present.

MICHAEL N.LOCKHART makes a motion to approve the minutes of the Regular Council Meeting November 8, 2010 and claims as submitted by the Clerk-Treasurer, seconded by Paul J. Rhodes.  5-aye,  0-nay, motion approved.
JOSEPH “Joe” G. OLSON  presents Humana Group Insurance for employees.

PAUL J. RHODES makes a motion to approve the purchase of health insurance from Humana Health Care, seconded by Terry E. Langford.

MICHAEL N. LOCKHART makes a motion to renew Joseph “Joe” G. Olson as agent of record for the Towns health insurance, seconded by James H. LaMaster.  5-aye, 0-nay, motion is approved.

WILLIAM R. WHELAN, Chief of Police, advises the Council that the Task Force has again won the Governors Award for Indiana.  The Task Force includes Charlestown, District 93, Sellersburg and Jeffersonville.

Chief Whelan advises that he has an agreement with Jim O’Neal Ford for the purchase of six Crown Victoria Police Vehicles at a cost of twenty thousand three hundred dollars ($20,300.00) per vehicle.  This will be a three year lease through Chase Bank.

KENNETH J. ALEXANDER, Public Works Director has an offer from S.L.C. Meter Service of Sellersburg for the purchase of eleven hundred (1,100) 5/8” x ¾ Hersey Meter with Hot Rod US Gallon at a price of one hundred twenty-five dollars ($125.00) per meter, a savings of thirty dollars ($30.00) per meter.
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TERRY E. LANGFORD makes a motion to purchase the eleven hundred (1,100) meters at the one hundred twenty-five dollar ($125.00) price, seconded by Michael N. Lockhart.  5-aye, 0-nay motion is approved.

KENNETH J. ALEXANDER, Public Works Director, presents C.O.R.E. 2011, (Conduct of Reasonable Expectations, as a new policy for public works employees.

Council members agree that C.O.R.E. 2011 should be adopted as policy for public works employees.

DAVID L. KINDER, Clerk-Treasurer advises the Council that during the November 8, 2010 Council meeting the Council approved paying Mr. Jim Pyle and additional two thousand two hundred-fifty dollars ($2,250.00) of a sewer easement and after receiving the contract for the easement the price is twenty-two thousand seven hundred-fifty dollars ($22,750.00) and three sewer stubs, this is an additional five hundred dollars ($500.00).

PAUL J. RHODES makes a motion to add the five hundred dollars ($500.00) for the contract with Mr. Pyle, seconded by Michael N. Lockhart.  5-aye, 0-nay, motion is approved.

TERRY E. LANGFORD makes a motion to pay Glyndon R. and Frances F. Helson seven thousand one hundred dollars ($7,100.00) for a sewer easement across their property, seconded by Michael N. Lockhart.  5-aey, 0-nay, motion approved.
MICHAEL N. LOCKHART makes a motion to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Paul J. Rhodes.  5-aye, 0-nay motion is approved and meeting adjourned at 7:57 P.M.
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
